RE: YEAR 4 & YEAR 5 SCHOOL TRIP TO ELY CATHEDRAL

On Friday 21st March 2025, the children in Warblers and Red-kites will be going on a school trip to attend Britten Sinfonia’s Key Stage 2 concert, ‘Surround Sound’ at Ely Cathedral. The concert will be presented by Aga Serugo-Lugo and will explore music such as Prokofiev’s ‘Dance of the Knights’ (The theme tune from The Apprentice), Copland’s Fanfare for a Common, and Bartok’s Romanian Dances. This is a fantastic opportunity which will complement our Music curriculum.

In order to go ahead with this trip, we do need to ask for a voluntary contribution of £11.50 per child to cover the cost of your child’s ticket and the coach. However, if we do not receive enough voluntary contributions, it may be necessary to cancel the trip. This decision will be made on receipt of all confirmation forms.
